	� Sin is choosing to disobey God and the result of sin is death (Romans 6:23).

	� When I allow Jesus into my heart, He helps me change from a sinner to a child of 
God who wants to live forever in heaven with Him (John 15:5).

	� Parents and children are to truly recognise the seriousness of sin’s real impact 
on our lives so we can repent and be drawn into a loving relationship with Jesus 
Christ. [Isaiah 55:7 (ICB) Evil people should stop being evil. They should stop 
thinking bad thoughts. They should return to the Lord, and He will have mercy on 
them. They should come to our God, because He will freely forgive them; Acts 
2:38 (NLT) Peter replied, “Each of you must repent of your sins and turn to God, 
and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. Then 
you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.]

The Experience of Salvation
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Using the Tuis Video - Worship Objectives

	� Often only parents or non-parental adults can rescue us from life threatening situations 
which we get ourselves into both intentionally or unintentionally. (Alinta’s dad, Archie, 
had to come in his helicopter to rescue Jonathan and Kosta who were dangling on the 
snapped rope bridge off the edge of a cliff face. Without him, they wouldn’t have been 
able to save themselves.) 

	� Parents need to take the initiative to search for and rescue their children caught in 
dangerous situations.  It’s the children’s role however, to accept help offered by their 
parents. (When Archie found the note left by Alinta, he knew they’d be in trouble if 
they didn’t get back before the storm hit so he flew his helicopter to search and rescue 
them. He took the initiative to create and implement a rescue plan.  Jonathan and 
Kosta gratefully accepted Archie’s offer to rescue them instead of arguing with him).

	� We all need to commit to allowing Jesus Christ to enter our lives so that He can 
transform us from the inside out. [ Romans 12:2 (NIRV) Don’t live the way this world 
lives. Let your way of thinking be completely changed. Then you will be able to test 
what God wants for you. And you will agree that what He wants is right. His plan is good 
and pleasing and perfect; Ezekiel 36:26-27 (ERV) I will also put a new spirit in you to 
change your way of thinking. I will take out the heart of stone from your body and give 
you a tender, human heart. I will put my Spirit inside you and change you so that you 
will obey my laws. You will carefully obey my commands.]

	� As God’s children we should accept the gift of eternal life from God and do good works 
through our daily connection with Jesus Christ, instead of doing good works to earn 
salvation. [2 Peter 1:3 (NIRV) God’s power has given us everything we need to lead a 
godly life. All of this has come to us because we know the God who chose us. He chose 
us because of his own glory and goodness; Philippians 1:9-11 (ERV) This is my prayer 
for you: that your love will grow more and more; that you will have knowledge and 
understanding with your love; that you will see the difference between what is important 
and what is not and choose what is important; that you will be pure and blameless for 
the coming of Christ; that your life will be full of the many good works  
that are produced by Jesus Christ to bring glory and praise to God.]

(A)   (No).  Give evidence from the video to support your answer.  
         (1. They didn’t know how dangerous the ‘cute’ looking animals in the rainforest, really  
         were e.g. The Tree Kangaroos and the Cassowary bird looked innocent but they were very  
         savage.  2. They weren’t prepared for the midges i.e. they had no insect repellent.  3. They  
         took no food, raincoats, water or first aid kit unlike prepared people who would’ve  
         taken these items with them.  4. They also did not let people know the exact location of  
         their adventure in case something went wrong.  Usually experienced people, as part of  
         their preparation for bush trips, let others know where they are going and an expected        
         time of return.)

(B)  (No) Give reasons for your answer from the video. (Salome’s response when Jonathan  
        wanted to show what was in Callister’s Cache to her father showed they didn’t what it  
        discovered.  The awkward photo of them as 9-year old’s in Callister’s Cache, was  
        something they really didn’t want people to see now that they were teenagers.)

(C)  (Yes) Explain your answer.   

       Children: Listen carefully to and obey instructions given by parents because they’re for  
       your own safety. Boundaries keep us safe from harmful situations.
       

       Parents or Guardians: Parents also need saving from some dangerous situation because  
       we are all sinners.  So, we need to accept help from our Heavenly Father and also show  
       other people mercy when it’s appropriate, like the parents showed to Jonathan, Kosta  
       and Alinta when their disobedience led them toward a dangerous place.)
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Ask Jesus Christ to help you confess your mistakes and sinful choices in 
life.  Also tell Christ you need Him to rescue you from the mess you’ve 
gotten yourself into.  Now thank Him for His rescue plan and for how He’s 
changing you from the inside out.



4. WHO SAID THIS & WHY?

(A)  (Archie to Jiemba, as they were flying over the rainforest searching for Jonathan, Kosta  
       and Alinta because he was concerned about the safety of the younger children.  He knew  
       that  they could be in a potentially dangerous situation due to the storm forecast, so Archie  
       took the initiative to go searching for them.)

(B)   (Archie when Jonathan, Kosta and Alinta were safely home after being disobedient to  
         Marica’s instruction not to leave the street during their treasure hunting activity.  Likewise,  
         God shows us mercy each time we sin because normally as Romans 6:23 states, “the wages  
         of sin is death.”  God’s rescue plan however stops us from the punishment of eternal death if  
         we accept Jesus as our Saviour and stay in an active relationship with Him.

Explanation of the ‘Alphabet shapes’ 
activity

Supplies

� Paper

� Markers

� Putty adhesive

� Active and energetic children

Instructions

1) Choose a verse that is not too long.   
        Write each word on a different  
        sheet of paper so it can be easily  
        read.

2) Attach the words to the walls of the  
        room in the order in which they  
        appear in the verse.  

3) Have the children practice making  
        different letters of the alphabet  
        with their bodies – they can choose  
        uppercase or lowercase letters,  
        whichever works best.
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4) Stand a child or a group of children  
        by each word.  Have each group  
        figure out how to make the first  
        letter of their word using their  
        bodies to make the shape.

5) Move the children to the next word  
        in the sequence and repeat the  
        exercise.  Continue until they have  
        completed the full verse sequence  
        at least once.       

Other ideas

� Have each group decide on a letter  
       shape and teach the other groups  
       how to make their letter.  Then,  
       have the whole group repeat the  
       verse, shaping their bodies into the  
       initial letter of each word.  This will  
       have to be done at a slower speed  
       than you would normally say  
       the verse.

� Create your own letter shapes  
       together as a family, and practice  
       them with the words in the verse  
       until everyone has learned all the  
       words.
