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Episode summary

	� In this episode, Jimba, Costa and Jono set out on a special adventure through the Cave of a 
Thousand Sleeps. While inside, Jono stumbles across a room full of sparkling gold, but Jimba 
assures him it’s just Pyrite, or “Fools Gold”. Instead of following the others, Jono stays and 
mines for gold. In his craze, he causes the cave to collapse! Luckily Jimba saves his life just in 
time. The boys have to be rescued by Archie with a rope, and he awards Jimba the “golden 
heart” bravery badge for saving Jono’s life.

Bible lesson

	� Jono would have died during the cave-in if it wasn’t for Jimba jumping on top of him to save 
his life. In the same way, when we die one day, Jesus saves us. By dying on the cross for the 
sins of everyone, He gave us each the gift of eternal life. Even though we will die, we will be 
resurrected and get to live in Heaven with Jesus forever!

Jesus Loves Me
Have you ever played chubby bunny? 
Here’s a version of that game, with a twist.

What you’ll need:

	� A large bag of marshmallows

	� Two or more participants

Step 1: Hand each player a marshmallow 
and have them put it in their mouth, 
without eating it.

Step 2: Tell each player to say “Jesus Loves 
Me”. If the marshmallow stays in their 
mouth, give them another. Repeat the 
process.

Step 3: Keep going until all players have 
spat out their marshmallows. The last one 
standing wins.

Step 4: When the game is over, have 
each player share how they know that 
Jesus loves them. Then enjoy some (fresh) 
marshmallows!
